Introductions and TIM Updates 

 Dee Dee Crews opened the meeting and welcomed everyone. 
 Dee Dee stated the purpose of this meeting is to gather everybody together to coordinate 

and improve cooperation to clear the roadways sooner for everyone's safety and try to 
figure out ways to improve our roadway clearance times. 

 The June Alachua/Bradford TIM Team meeting minutes were sent to the Team previously, 
and receiving no comments, they stand as approved. 

Emergency Operations Update by Lola Butler  

 Hurricane Season started June 1st 
o Slow start to the season so far, but keeping a close watch for any potential storms  

 Heat warnings are continuously being sent out with the high temperatures the District has 
been experiencing 

 Construction on the D2 EOC has been completed, and the facility is functioning and 
operational 

o Staff from the TMC visited the EOC to complete training, and has also provided 
training for the EOC staff 

 If Asset Maintenance has sent in their Disaster Response Plans for the year, Lola has not 
seen them yet  

Maintenance Operations Update by Carrie Stanbridge 

 There is a hole in the plate at I-10 and I-75, which they are working to fix 
 Work was scheduled to be completed on Thursday, August 10th 

 Asset Maintenance – while reviewing the callout logs, maintenance is not pleased with the 
performance on I-10 and I-75 

 8 or 9 callouts for trees down, which touched pavement in some places 
 Working with the AM contractor to get this addressed 

 Working on encroachment – lost the ditches in some places 
 Statewide Emergency Management Meetings – one of the topics has been HAZMAT 

reporting to understand who is responsible for what, and who needs to be contacted when 
an incident regarding HAZMAT occurs  

 FDOT is coordinating with Georgia DOT regarding major bridge replacements on US-17 
parallel to I-95 

 GDOT plans on closing the three bridges on US-17 for replacement  
 US-17 North traffic will be diverted onto I-95 
 Work is scheduled to be completed in the next year and a half  

ITS/511/RTMC Update by Jason Evans 

 New Rest Areas at the Suwannee/Columbia County line are open, with the Truck Parking 
Availability System (TPAS) being tested,  

o Information being posted onto signs and FL511 
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o TPAS currently uses in-ground pucks, but they are currently testing out a new 
camera system with video detection, and looking to potentially switch over within the 
next few months 

o They are also looking at swapping out some of the regular TPAS cameras at Rest 
Areas with fisheye cameras to capture a better angle of the parking area 

 Next FL511 app meeting will be in September 
o Still rolling out new updates within the app 

 RTMC has been keeping an eye out on the Tropics  
 Lots of Construction and ITS projects on the Eastern Side of the District  
 The RTMC Q2 newsletter was recently published, and can be found at Newsletters - FDOT
