e Emergency Construction Contracts were awarded to Superior Construction to fix the 1-95
at Airport Road/Max Leggett Pkwy Bridge Hit
o There will be ongoing lane closures while they complete the beam replacement.
e There was a significant lane closure on A1A at Amelia Island, near the golf club pedestrian
overpass where a lengthy detour was set in place.
o This detour was scheduled between the Amelia Island Jazz Festival and the
Florida/Georgia football game.
o This is a joint County and Golf Course Project

e Craig Carnes stated that there are several ongoing projects throughout the District 2 region,
including the continuation of the Buckman Bridge ATMS project, the two MLK projects, and
the 1-295/1-95 northern interchange project.

Cable infrastructure is not damaged at any point in the construction process.
