Incident Review: Lacey Collins/Team

Event #32 was highlighted for further discussion:

o 02/04/2025, Vehicle Crash involving wrong way driver, 1-295 NB at 103 St.,
Duval County. A pickup truck was stolen from a nearby gas station, the
driver entered onto |-295NB and traveled SB causing a collision with
another vehicle. That vehicle then collided with a motorcycle resulting in a
fatality. The suspect fled on foot onto 1-295SB and attempted to car jack
another driver resulting in injury to the driver. The driver of that vehicle
collided with another vehicle attempting to get away from the suspect.

Maintenance Incident Review: Gerald Smith

Two events were highlighted for further discussion, including:

o Event #55, 02/18/2025, Single Vehicle Crash, 1-295 SB ramp from Duval
Rd., Duval County. The driver of the vehicle fled from a previous crash prior
to this collision. The driver collided with a tree on the ramp while attempting
to flee the previous crash. The driver was pronounced deceased.

o Event #67, 03/03/2025, Crash, 1-95 NB at MM320, St. Johns County. A
vehicle collided with the median guardrail causing the vehicle to overturn
and eject one of the passengers. The passenger was struck by two vehicles



on the interstate and was pronounced deceased at the scene. The other
occupants of the vehicle sustained injuries.
